You will, as a group, compare two psychological disorders.

You will complete the group project by selecting and comparing two psychological disorders. Please note that you will work on different parts of the project throughout the semester.

Final Project Presentation
· Prepare a presentation with slides, audio & video 
· Include at lease an external video resource in the presentation as part of your research
· Use VoiceThread or record in Zoom

· With my prior permission, you may use any free presentation software
· the oral/video presentation should be between 15-30 minutes long
· Prepare one presentation where all group members will present their part of the research but will work together
· Requirements of the presentation:
· Should have between 15 and 20 slides 
· Each slide should only have a maximum of 6 bullet points 
· as they will be used as talking points
· Include the following:
· Title slide - with Group Name and Names of the members
· Introduction
· Selection process / Why you selected the two disorders? / How?
· Any disagreement?? Or??
· Research - How much research has been done? Articles / Websites / Videos etc.
· Descriptions of the disorders
· Symptoms of the disorders
· Treatment options
· Case study examples / Any professional experience
· Conclusion
· What have you learned or are your Aha moments?

· How you are going to use your research and what you have learned in real life?
· Explain if there was a time when you disagreed? How did you resolve?
· Resources: Share at least 3-4 resources that you think are good resources for the disorders

Divide the work for the group project, using the guidelines document

Communication
· You must interact both synchronously and asynchronously.

· ask questions that will keep the team thinking about possible issues that might come up

· work with the rest of the team members to make sure everyone is on the same page with what they are expected to do to complete the project

· try to resolve any conflicts before taking it to the instructor
